(c) Electronic money institutions authorised by the CBC that intend to extend their authorisation to provide additional payments services.
Filling in the Application Form 
1. The application form must be duly completed and be signed by two authorized directors of the applicant (scanned original signatures are required).
2. All applications must be submitted in e-readable format.
3. All references to the term “Guideline” in this application form refer to the relevant “Guideline” in the EBA/GL/2017/09. For each Guideline, the applicant should answer all questions asked and should provide any information or documentation requested. In the event that a question does not apply, the applicant should provide an explanation as to why it considers this to be the case.
4. If key information has been omitted from the application submission, the applicant will be advised that the application does not contain sufficient material to proceed to the assessment phase of the CBC’s application process. 
5. Any reference to a directive, regulation, decision or other act of the European Union means that act as respectively corrected, modified or replaced.
6. The space provided after each question in the application form is not indicative of the extent of the expected answer.

7. All responses and documents provided must be duly referenced in the tables at the end of each Section/Guideline of this application form.
8. Any questions that have a YES and a NO box should be ticked as appropriate. 

9. Having regard to the replies provided, further information or clarifications may be requested by the CBC, for the purpose of considering and evaluating the application.

10. If false or misleading information is provided or knowingly avoid disclosing significant information, the application for authorisation as an electronic money institution may be rejected.
